IMPORTANT INFORMATION 

 

This Mini M3 receiver has a powerful processor to ensure high quality viewing.  Like 

your Sky system in your home it needs to be powered up on standby for optimum    

performance. Its standby power consumption is very small, therefore when you are 

away enjoying your TV   operation keep the ñentertainment switchò in the on position 

continually. It only requires   switching off when you have finished your trip and the M3 

is no longer in use or if you are no longer using your entertainment system. 

Whilst the M3 is going through its boot up process it will sit on 98% for a brief period as 

the processor does its internal checks. Then it will complete the boot up process and 

count through to 100 before providing the boot up logo on the TV screen. 
 

NOTE: When installing the Sky card please face white  

side up and enter gold chip first.  

 

OPERATION TIPS 
 

¶ Press OK once to bring up the Channel List 

¶ Press the up or down navigation buttons to move up or down channel lists  

¶ Once you have highlighted the channel simply press OK to select then OK to clear 

the list from screen. Alternatively just press the channel number on the remote 

you wish to view. 

¶ Press the INFO button to bring up the channel banner information, press a second 

time to show the program synopsis and channel guide.  Press a third time to bring 

up the   signal strength and signal quality bar graphs. 

¶ Press EXIT to clear the screen. 

¶ Select TV or Radio button for your preference of TV or Radio operation. 

¶ Press EXIT at any time to clear the TV screen.
